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1. Introduction -  networking
For effective exchange of experience of knowledge and operational information among authorities, it is necessary to have frequent communication. The building of a network between (inter)national, regional and local offices and inspectors in the field of environmental protection (where relevant including customs, police, fire brigade and occupational health inspection) will promote this communication. The network structure for environmental inspection and enforcement has several layers. Not only local and regional, but also national and international. IMPEL and INECE networks are the examples that cooperation of authorities is an effective tool for better inspection and enforcement of environmental legislation, even on the international level. 

2. Existing networks
Existing networks can help to identify networking potential, to make choices about the Czech networking (structures) and the ways in which to streamline the Czech efforts in this respect. National network structures have been established in other EU countries. Structures are often different and have different levels of impact on the daily inspection and enforcement activities. A good reference point for the development of the Czech network could be the EU IMPEL network and (a bit further away) the worldwide INECE network, since a Czech network would need to be connected to both.

IMPEL network

IMPEL (European Network for the Implementation and Enforcement of Environmental Law) is an informal network of European regulators concerned with the implementation and enforcement of environmental legislation. The network is a powerful tool for sharing experience and information on the practical application of environmental legislation across Europe. Co-operation among practitioners in the fields of inspections, permitting and enforcement under the IMPEL network started in 1992. 30 countries - all Member States of the European Union, the two acceding countries Bulgaria and Romania, the two candidate countries Croatia and Turkey as well as Norway - and the European Commission now participate in the network.

The core objectives of IMPEL are:

· to create the necessary impetus in the European Community to ensure a more effective implementation and enforcement of environmental legislation, 

· to share information and experiences, discuss problems and offer practical advice on implementation and enforcement of EU environmental legislation, 

· to contribute to a greater consistency of approach in the implementation and enforcement of EU environmental legislation, 

· to promote mutual understanding of the common characteristics and differences of national regulatory systems, 

· to develop good and whenever possible best practices as regards inspection, permitting, monitoring, reporting and enforcement of EU environmental legislation. 

The main platform for strategic discussions, final decisions as well as for the approval of the work programme and final reports are the IMPEL Plenary Meetings. These meetings normally take place twice a year and bring together representatives from all IMPEL member countries and the European Commission. They are co-chaired by the Member State holding the six months' Presidency of the European Union and the European Commission.

In each IMPEL member country a national co-ordinator serves as the IMPEL focal point for the people involved or interested in the work or interested in the work of the organisation. IMPEL member countries are also encouraged to establish national networks under IMPEL's umbrella.

The network is supported by a Secretariat located at the Environment Directorate-General in Brussels. The Secretariat is the backbone of the IMPEL network. It maintains the contacts with national coordinators and other members of the network. 

The core of IMPEL's activities concerns the training of inspectors, minimum criteria for environmental inspections, exchange of information and experience on implementation and enforcement of existing EU environmental legislation, development of common views on the coherence and practicality of current EU legislation and on commenting issues of practicality and enforceability at an early stage in the development of new EU legislation, before a proposal is formally tabled. 

All IMPEL activities take place within a project structure. For each project a working group of people from IMPEL member countries and occassionally the European Commission is set up. As a general rule, IMPEL projects look at how legislation is currently implemented and enforced and then good practice for the inspection and/or permitting process is defined. 

The framework for IMPEL projects and activities is its Multi Annual Work Programme. This programme aims at providing a structure for IMPEL's work for the years of 2002-2006. It is based on the 6th Environmental Action Programme with a particular focus on the Recommendation on Minimum Criteria for Environmental Inspections (2001/331/EC). 

More information concerning IMPEL network is included in annexes.

INECE network

The International Network for Environmental Compliance and Enforcement (INECE) is a partnership of government and non-government enforcement and compliance practitioners from over 100 countries. INECE's goals are: raising awareness to compliance and enforcement; developing networks for enforcement cooperation; and strengthening capacity to implement and enforce environmental requirements. 

INECE is dedicated using regulatory and non-regulatory approaches to guide compliance with and enforcement of environmental laws and regulations that promote the sustainable use of natural resources and the protection of ecosystem integrity at the global, regional, and national levels.

The Network is comprised of over 2500 members from international organizations, governmental agencies, and non-governmental organizations. The Dutch and US environmental agencies, who founded INECE in 1989, remain key funders, with additional support from the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP), the World Bank, and the European Commission, as well as Environment Canada and the Organisation for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD).

INECE activities are geared toward government officials and NGO partners active in environmental compliance and enforcement, and international organizations. 

3.Current situation in the Czech Republic

Partial informational networks exist currently in the Czech Republic in the form of co-operation of the state administration bodies and bodies of self-government. Information exchange, unless it is  directly forbidden or limited in the law, is a reality. The operational network of competent authorities is desirable and necessary for everyday work not only of the Czech Environmental Inspectorate (ČIŽP), but in some cases legislative obstacles make the cooperation questionable. On the other hand the functional system of cooperation is precisely set in the Czech Seveso law (Law 353).

From this perspective the following division is possible: 

· existing cooperation in the form of agreements

· informally cooperating organisations

· organisation co-operating in a random way

3.1 Existing co-operation 

Presently co-operation takes place and is given further shape through agreements of co-operation between different inspection and enforcement organisation, like the

· agreement on the cooperation between the Police CR and the ČIŽP

· agreement on the co-operation between the Czech Ministry of  Interior  - Directorate of the Fire brigade  and the ČIŽP

· agreement on the co-operation between ČIŽP, MoE and the General Directorate of Customs (GDC)  and agreement between ČIŽP, State phytosanitary administration and Central inspection and testing agricultural institute are in process 
3.2 Informally co-operating organisations - potential informational networks

Every department of  the ČIŽP, of each of the Regional Inspectorates and the ČIŽP’s director´s office maintain and develop as much as possible the co-operation with the other state administration organisations and other institutions and offices that can provide valuable information needed for everyday inspection work. Long-term relationships exist with former district offices - present regional offices and municipal offices of various levels. 

The other organisations which ČIŽP needs to communicate with are (in random order):

· Regional unions of Czech Fishermen Union

· Common inspections of entities according to Act on prevention of major accidents and on IPPC (regions, Regional Hygiene Offices, Labour Safety Inspectorate, Fire Brigade, Mining authority)

· Common inspections and notifiing of accidents  (River Boards and other water boards, Municipal offices  of authorised municipalites, Police CR )

Air protection department
· Common controls and co-operation in the process of licensing  (Regions) 

· Common controls of IPPC  installations (Regions, Regional Hygiene Offices)

· Exchange of annual keeping records, information on air situation in a concrete locality (CHI)

· Co-operation during dealing with some accidents  (Fire Brigade)

Waste management department 
· Common inquiries, consultations  (MoE, regions, Nature protection authorities, Municipalities, Regional veterinary administration, Agency for Nature and Landscape Protection, Customs, CIEIA, State phytosanitary administration)

Forest protection department 
· Common inquiries, information on forest owners, data from forest management plans and outlines (State Forest Administration, Mining Authority, MoE, MoA, Police CR, Nature Protection Authorities and National Parks´Authorities, SEF and Financial authorities)

Nature protection department

· Common inquiries, consultation - CITES directive (Customs, Police, Nature protection authorities, Agency for Nature and Landscape protection, Protected Landscape areas administrations and National Parks administrations, Ministry of Environment)

3.3 Organisation co-operating in a random way 

It is possible to update this list continuously, adding new subjects and according to the needs move the subjects mentioned here to the area of permanent co-operation. 

4. Setting up the inspection and enforcement network 

Practice shows, that creation of an inspection and enforcement network is desirable and necessary for everyday work. Not only for the ČIŽP. Considering the Recommendation of the European Parliament and the Council from April 4th 2001, that sets the minimum criteria for environmental inspections in the Member States, and also considering the Aarhus Convention, that treats the issue of access of public to information and public participation in the decision-making process in the environmental area, the ČIŽP actively took the opportunity to take the first step in setting up the basis of the network.  

Based on a study made by the law departement when starting formal co-operation it is necessary to take into account: 

· art. 2 par. 3 of the Constitution of the Czech Republic

· similarly Charter of Human Rights and Freedoms 

· Administration Code  (Act no. 71/1967 Coll.)

· Act no. 365/2000 Coll., on information systems of the public administration  

· Act no. 101/2000 Coll., on protection of personal data

· New Administration Code ( Act. no. 500/2004 Coll.)

· Amendment of the Act no. 365/2000 Coll., discussed at the moment

· Decision of the government no. 1064 from 3 Nov 2004, on which the Act on sharing data during the performance of the state administration is based 

In the framework of the twinning project four meetings and round tours were organised. There were two meetings of representatives of authorities at the management level. Issues which arose in the first meeting were discussed and elaborated during the round tour. The round tour output was used as input for the second management meeting. Two following thematic meetings were the first opportunities to evaluate the practical functioning of networking activities.

4.1 First management meeting

The first working meeting of invited representatives from the state institutions and state administration bodies whose activities is among other things gathering and providing of information about the state of the environment took place on the 10th of August 2004 in the building of the head quarters of the Czech Environmental Inspectorate. 

Presentations were given on topics like the IMPEL and INECE networks, the national networking structure in the Netherlands, examples of practical use of the data gained with the help of national and international informational networks when searching illegal trade with endangered species of plants and animals (CITES – Agreement on international trade with endangered species of wild animals and wild-growing plants). 

After that discussion was held about the possibilities to establish a Czech network and about the aims and the purpose of this network. The discussions identified the presently foreseen scope of the Czech environmental inspection and enforcement network. Eleven topics were mentioned, to be elaborated later in the network program. These topics are:

1. preparation of the procedure on exchanging information about breaching environmental laws (between individual participants of the network)

2. clarify what operational information is possible to exchange in the network; clarify the (legal) boundaries (limits)

3. find out a suitable system for providing of non-operational information

4. agree on the way of data gathering and on the organisation of monitoring

5. prepare an updated list of erudite contact pesons who will provide the required pieces of information 

6. training – between the organisations themselves 

7. involvement of particular ministerial net(works) 

8. successive creation of links to the international network 

9. interpretation of the collected data towards the public (with respect to the fact that the public is not sufficiently ready yet to accept risk connected with some productions, waste management etc.)

10. quality criteria for environmental  inspections

11. prepare recommendations to the Ministry of Environment (MoE) concerning the enforceability and practicality of the law

These topics were presented to staff of the different environmental inspection and enforcement organisation at the practical level in the regions, asking for a reaction from their practical point of view.

4.2 Network Round tour

The twinning team as well as representatives of ČIŽP responsible for setting a network of authorities visited the regional offices of the ČIŽP in order to meet representatives of the different inspection and enforcement organisations to be involved in the networking activities. The objective for the visits was to inform people about results of the first management meeting and ask them for a reaction and ideas how the network should be organized, which organizations should be involved and issues to be solved. The visits took place in October 2004, involving 112 participants from 7 organisations (see annex 2). 

The theory of networking was shortly explained. Three stages of development of a network of authorities can be recognized (see also annex 3): 

1. the first stage i.e. parallel phase is the cooperation on ad hoc basis,  based only on willingness of representatives of each or involved organisations, there is no mutual cooperation among other authorities, only between the two of them, no contact persons are designated; 

2. the second one, i.e. inclusion phase is the higher level, the basic structure of cooperation is set, there is increase of mutual relations; 

3. the mutuality phase is the ideal one, all involved organisations mutually cooperate, there is a clear list of contact persons, it is easy to give feedback. People are willing to be critical towards each other and to take critics of others serious.

Participants expressed their opinions to topics which arose during the first management meeting (see the comments in annex 4). 

A lot of questions concerning the network possibilities were asked, the suggestions and topics to be developed more were following :

· Ununified interpretations of the laws and limited access to the land register,  evidence of inhabitants and database of decisions made by regional authorities are the main problems which might be solved through information networks. 
· Fire brigade, Police, Regional authorities, Custom office, Regional Hygiene Station and Czech Trade Inspectorate are organisations which were most often mentioned to be involved to network at regional level. There is also strong need of cooperation with financial and business authorities.

· Information exchange on national level should be provided by regular e-mail correspondence, putting up the information on the web sites and through meetings of representatives of involved organisations. Other option is a functional database accessible for these organisations, primarily containing the overview of inspected and fined subjects.
· Information exchange on regional and local level is preferred to be based on personal contacts and regular meetings; integrated inspections and common training are regarded to be also useful.
· Frequency of the meetings of the representatives of individual organisations depends on the needs but should be at least once a year on national level and twice a year on regional level. 
· The hottest issues to be solved on national level are legislative changes and unified interpretation of the laws, for national and local level it is complaints, check of law compliance and decision-making.

· Thematic meetings to try out the networking /cooperation among autorities in practice were suggested, the topics to be discussed are car wreck sites, transboundary shipment of waste, smell from water treatment plants, practical rehearsal Integrated Rescue System and infection health waste.
For detailed information see tables presented in benchmark 4.2.

4.3 Second management meeting

The second working meeting of the management of invited institutions and authorities concerning the topic of information network creation was held in  4 November 2004.

The meeting discussed the results of the regional round tour. It was agreed that the suggestion to involve individual ministerial networks is problematic and it was removed from the list of network topics. 

Based on results from the round tour it was decided to organise thematic workshops with the aim to try out the networking /cooperation among autorities in practice. The following ones were carried out: 

· Regional inspectorate in Prague - the most frequent theme for common inspections  which would be carried out by representatives of more institutions was the issue of car wreck sites. The participation of the ČIŽP and regions, resp. City of Prague was anticipated.

· Regional inspectorate in Liberec -  the topic would be infectious and dangerous waste from hospitals, representatives of the ČIŽP. Regional hygienic offices expressed their interest to participate.

The structure of the own management network was also discussed. The participants of the meeting expressed their opinions that ít is vital to include the following institutions into the network:

· ČIŽP, 

· Ministry of Agriculture, 

· CWM (Centre for Waste Management), 

· Czech Ecological Institute - AIP, 

· Fire Brigade, 

· Institute for Inhabitants Protection, 

· Czech Statistical Authority, 

· Regional Authorities, 

· Cities and municipalities with extended competencies, 

· Police CR, 

· Regional Hygiene Offices, 
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State Veterinary Service, 

· General HQ Custom Office, 

· Construction Authorities and 

· Some other institutes and authorities.

For developing a proposal for the structure of the network, including meeting frequencies and involvement of different levels of state administration, like local and regional, a small working group consisting of representatives from City of Prague, Ministry of Agricuture and ČIŽP was established. 

4.4 Thematic workshops 

Two thematics workshops were organised with the aim to try out the cooperation among autorities in practice.  The first workshop took place in Prague in December 2004, the topic of the workshop was inspection on car wreck sites and import of used cars to Czech Republic which then become car wrecks. Representatives of ČIŽP, municipalities and Police took part in this meeting.
The  second workshop took place in Liberec in March 2005, the topic was the possible cooperation in procedure of granting the operational permit for a waste treatment installtion. In this case the installation for reducing the infection properties of waste which is produced in the local hospital. Representatives of ČIŽP, regions, municipalities and hygiene station took part. 
During these workshops problems that have a legal basis were identified:
· basic element is the permit for operation of the installation, in case of car wreck yards issued by local authorities on their territory, in case of waste installations by regions 
ČIŽP should have the opportunity to be involved in the permitting procedure, sometimes the issued permits include conditions which are unenforcenable and the procedure of permits re-writing is difficult and time consuming
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Suggestions for better co-operation :

· representatives of other offices and institutions – trades office, financial office and construction authorities should be invited
· in purpose of unifying the enforcement approaches the joint inspections should be carried out
· in case of involving the ČIŽP into the permitting procedure is necessary to define the individual types of installation, ČIŽP is mainly inspection body so it it impossible to take part in each procedure 
4.6 Feedback round tour 

A feedback round tour was organised to present the results of the networking activities to representatives of regional inspectorates and partner organisations which have been involved in this project. The findings from network meetings and steps to be taken to achieve  functional and accessible network of authorities were the main part of this round tour. A lot of representatives from partner organisations took part in this tour  (see attendance list – annex 8) so IMPEL project were presented with the aim to promote the IMPEL network as an example of international cooperation and  to involve these organisations to participe in some of these projects. List of running projects, final reports from finished project and directory of contacts can be found in annexes 9-11.
5. Local IMPEL network 

· After some actions taken to set up a network of organisations it became obvious that there are legal obstacles which make the establishment of the network more difficult. Changes in legislation are indispensable but there is no reason to wait for it. It was decided to start a network in an informal way, using the possible cooperation under the umbrella of the IMPEL network. This network will include most organisations involved in the area of environmental inspection and enforcement. The main aim is to disseminate the information from IMPEL (running and prepared projects, agenda and conclusions from plenary meetings and so on). The first meeting of this network was on the 16th of May 2005, the suggested way of passing on the information is as follows:
· ČIŽP will transmit electronically basic information from IMPEL to partners organisations and vice versa suggestions from these organisations it will present at IMPEL meetings.
· Before each IMPEL plenary meeting there will be a meeting of representatives of partner organisations with the aim to discuss the approach of the national IMPEL coordinator at this meeting.
· After the IMPEL plenary meeting, the conclusions will be disseminated electronically to partners organisation and they will electronically express their interest to participate in some of the IMPEL projects.
· Information from IMPEL will be disseminated at regional level through regional inspectorates, contacts established in the framework of this PHARE twinning project will be used as a starting point.
6. Future actions 

To ensure a functional and accessible network of authorities in the area of environmental inspection and enforcement, the long – term objective was defined by the management of ČIŽP: 
-    Further building on the functional network of state administration authorities that have competencies in enviromental inspections. 

· A list of contact people from all institution will be created and used regularly and kept up-to-date. 

· A national structured informational network  of competent inspection institutions, that has meetings with regular intervals on pre-set days and has a common programme, maintained by a national coordinator (or coordination team) and linked through its representatives with European networks  (IMPEL and ECENA) and the world network  (INECE), but also with the Czech Environmental Information Agency (CENIA) for its support in gathering and disseminating of information.

· National legislation does not yet inhibit flexible exchange of information between state administration authorities; legal action in this area is required.

To achieve this long-term objectives the following measures are proposed:

· to continue the creation of „agreements on co-operation“ with the organisations that ensure emergency interventions (Fire Brigade, Police CR,  General Directorate of Customs), and with other organisations whose work will prove suitability of such agreement (Czech Trade Inspectorate, State Agricultural and Food Inspection, CIEIA etc.). The importance of those agreements resides in the fact that despite personnel changes on various positions the competence of the organisation will remain unchanged, the co-operation will not be based only on interpersonal relations and will remain feasible to continue. The agreements should include contact people as a position (or the duty to provide information should be assigned to an already existing position).

· to continue to develop co-operation with those organisations that provide information willingly and where an agreement is not necessary ( regional authorities, municipal offices of municipalities with extended competencies, municipal offices of towns, hygiene offices, veterinary offices etc.)
· to create a list of contact people and keep it up-to-date
· to further develop the structure the network (arrange a schedule of regular meetings, establish network layers and decision making structure, secretarial and administrative support, chairmanship, budget, common program for both management and practical topics, etc.)  through follow-up activities to the management meetings in August and November 2004, as well as the thematic workshops in December 2004 and March 2005.
Individually steps have been defined to reach this objective by the end of 2007, these actions are based on the approved Strategic plan for ČIŽP, but the data of finalisation are only indicative. The fulfilling of these tasks depends not only on ČIŽP but also on the partner organisations, legislative changes, political sitiation and so on. Based on experience and actions which have  been already taken in the framework of this twinning project, ČIŽP should take an initiative and the leadership in procedure of setting up and than maintaining the functional network.
The suggested steps for ČIŽP are the following :
Agreements on co-operation already entered 
· Agreement on co-operation between the Czech Ministry of  Interior  - Directorate of the Fire Brigade  and the ČIŽP, entered in 2004

· Agreement on co-operation between Police CR and ČIŽP – entered in 2003

Date of finalisation: Task fulfilled
Agreements in process of negotiation

-    Agreement on co-operation between ČIŽP, Ministry of Environment and the General Directorate of Customs
-    Agreement on GMO between ČIŽP, State Phytosanitary Administration and CIEIA 
Date of finalisation: half 2005
Decision  about which organisation of public administration  will shelter, coordinate and  ensure in the field of budget and staff  the operation of the national inspection information network.   

Date of finalisation : October 2005

Meeting of the Director of  ČIŽP with the chair of the Association of regions of the CR

· Definition of the possible fields of co-operation 

· Negotiation about the possibility of involvement of the chief inspectors in the work of the region’s Safety Council 

· Clarification on whether entering an agreement will be necessary for a closer co-operation between ČIŽP and Regional Authorities

Date of finalisation: half 2005
Meeting of the Director of  ČIŽP with the presidents of the regions 

· Preparatory meeting on co-operation and mutual exchange of information from the field of common competencies  

· Agreement on conditions, in whose framework co-operation will be possible in the future between ČIŽP and Departments for environment and agriculture, on what level it will be possible to set up direct contacts  

Date of finalisation: end 2005

Meetings of e.g. heads of expert departments of ČIŽP with heads of departments for environment and agriculture or directly meetings between heads of departments of regional inspectorates with heads of corresponding departments with the aim to :
· Discuss the opportunity of the Inspection to express opinion within licensing procedures for operation of installations e.g. to recover waste 

· Discuss the possibility of consultation in the process of approving of service regulations of such installations 

· Discuss the possibility to provide the Inspection with overviews of issued licences 
Date of finalisation: continuously till the end of 2005 and continue in the years to come

CAR WRECK SITES


Conditions for operation of car wreck sites are in the CR clearly set by the act on waste and its implementing legislation, but that the main problem is that only installations for collection and buyout of used cars have valid permits or agreements for operation. In this case there is no problem with cars with Czech registration plates neither with used cars imported from abroad and operating for some time in the CR. The operator of the installation for collection and buyout of car wrecks issues for the owner in both cases a certificate about acceptance of the car for ecological liquidation in an authorised installation without which it is not possible to remove the vehicle from the register of motor vehicles forever. 


In reality the majority of operators of real car wreck sites is performing this activity illegaly, they only have a permit for purchase and sale of goods from the trades office (e.g. of used cars from abroad), or a permission for operation of a car repair service. This is the way how a car that became a car wreck in Netherlands, Austria or Germany  – and therefore a waste (it fulfills the definition of waste according to the act on waste) - is then imported to the CR as a used good designated for further sale or for spare parts. A few parts of the vehicle are then used as spare parts and the rest as further unuseful waste ends at a waste dump, some parts in an incineration plant, but very often such an „unclothed vehicle“ appears left alone on the territory of a municipality or on a field or in a forest. 
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
