Indications to determine if you are dealing with waste.
a. The substance is similar to the raw material.

b. The substance has the same characteristics as the raw material.

c. The substance contains no other contaminations than the raw material.

d. The substance can be used directly in the production process, withour a preliminary treatment.

e. Because of its nature and composition, the substance can be used according to its origial purpose.

f. The substance was intentionally produces and the production can be controlled.

g. There is no additional risk when using this substance comparing tot the raw material. 

h. There are no special precautions necessary when using this substance.

i. The substance has no negative value.

j. There is a regular market for this substance.

If the substance does not meet one or more requirements as listed, you can draw the conclusion that you are dealing with waste. The circumstances of the specific case are also determining.

The company involved (producer) has the first responsibility to determine if they are dealing with waste or not.
