1.   How are the sensitive areas defined in the terms of territory? (through cadastral territories, section 2)

2. Who does the revision of the sensive area definition carry out and on which basis? (The expert who was delegated from MoE. Revision is made on the base of evaluation results from the surface and ground water quality and quantity control. Revision is made on the base of the results from control of the consumed water quality. The revision is made on the base of the results of the control of the consumed original water quality without arrangement, this quality is controled by the operators of the drinking water system.)

3. What is the deadline for submiting sensitive area revision to the Czech government and who is responsible for it? (till 1.1.2008, MoE - §3 article 2)

4. What is the ratio of carbon to nitrogen (C:N) in the fertilizers with fast-releasing nitrogen? (less than 10)

5. What kind of plant is the manure usage prohibition not valid for? (vinyard, orchard, hop-garden, field vegetable)

6. What kind of soil is not suitable for aplication of organic, organic-mineral and farm fetilizers? (close to the surface water, close to the built area, protected areas of the water sources, land with clover and pulse, not used area, barren waste land)

7. In which case and for how long is the manure storage directly on agricultural soil acceptable? (in case that the manure storage is without not only the pollution but also jeopardy quality of the surgace and ground water, for maximum 9 months)

8. How much time is needed for manure storage on agricultural soil at the same place? (after 4 years of the fertilizing land)

9. Is the pernament damaging of grassy soil and arising mudd of the pasture surface permitted whereas the cattle movement in entire year? (it isn´t)

10. How wide must the protected area for the aplications of the liquid fertilizer with fast-releasing nitrogen be from the bank line of the water flow concerning soil with 7 degree slope? (min 25 meters)

11.  What is the minimum width of the protected area for the aplications of the liquid fertilizer with fast-released nitrogen concerning water flow areas? (min 1 meter)

1. Is technological waste water released to mine water concerned as waste water in the sense of § 38, artical 1 of the water act? (it isn´t)

2. Is water from the drain system of the agricultural land with aplication of the nitrogen fertilizer concerned as waste water in the sense of §38 of the water act? (it isn´t)

3. Does the consumption of groundwater drawed from the bores in order to decrease the water table fall under the pace principle in the sense of §88 of the water act? (it doesn´t)

4. Does the ground water pumped from the bore in order to decrease the groundwater table and reduce pollution and treated in the decontamination treatment facility and  released into surface water fall under the pace principle in the sense of §89 and § 90 of the water act? (it doesn´t) 

5. Does the mine water with the dash of technological waste water released into surface water fall under the pace principle in the sense of § 89 an §90 of the water act, if this mixture was before releasing treated  in the facility of the neutralization station? (it doesn´t – in case that the technological waste water was released into the mine water in front of the neutralization facility, it does - in case when the technological waste water was directly released into the neutralization facility. In that case you have to pay for the pollution quantity which is over the limit and for volume of this technological waste water which is over the limit. Because that problem exists, the water which was used in the industry plants is considered as waste water as well.)
