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Znate CITES?

CITES je anglicka zkratka pro Umluvu o mezinarodnim obchodu ohrozenymi
druhy volné zijicich zivocichi a plané rostoucich rostlin

Jedna se o mezinarodni mnohostrannou imluvu mezi vladami nezavislych stata z roku 1973,
ktera usiluje o to, aby bezohledné a nadmérné ziskavani volné zijicich zivocicht a plané ros-
toucich rostlin pro obchodni ticely nezpusobilo jejich vyhynuti nebo vyhubeni ve volné pfirode.

Umluva se nezaméfuje jen na zivé jedince, ale také na nezivé exemplare a vyrobky z nich (napf.
kozesiny, slonovina, lovecké trofeje nebo susené byliny a semena rostlin).

CITES reguluje mezinarodni obchod pomoci vydanych povoleni, a to i v neobchodnim styku
(nap¥. dovazeni suvenyrii z dovolené).

K Umluvé se pripojilo jiz 169 stati (stav k 10. 10. 2005). V soucasnosti CITES chrani vice nez
25 000 druhi rostlin a 5 000 druhi zivocicha zarazenych do t¥i priloh podle stupné ohrozeni.

e CITES I - druhy pfimo ohrozené vyhynutim nebo vyhubenim, zdkaz obchodu (napr. panda velkd,
néktefi nosorozci, sloni, sokol stéhovavy, kakadu molucky, amazonan kubansky, nékteré druhy
orchideji a kaktust...)

* CITES II - druhy, které by mohly byt ohrozeny vyhynutim ¢i vyhubenim, pokud by mezindrodni
obchod s nimi nebyl pfisné regulovan (napr. ¢ap cerny, lama guanako, mravenecnik tiprsty, kare-
ta sladkovodni, kobra monoklovd, snézenky...)

= CITES Il - zahrnuje druhy ohroZené jen na tzemi urcitého statu, ktery pozadal o regulaci
obchodu s nimi (napf. alexandr maly z Ghany, mroz z Kanady...)

Evropska unie (EU) zafazuje druhy z pfiloh CITES I - 11l do pfiloh A, B, C a D.

Do you know CITES?

CITES is an abbreviation of the Convention on International Trade in Endangered
Species of Wild Fauna and Flora

It is an international multilateral convention among governments of independent states from
1973 that aims to ensure that irresponsible and excessive trade in endangered species does not
cause their extinction in the wild.

The convention does not focus on live specimens only, but also on dead specimens and products
thereof (e.g. fur, ivory, hunting trophies or dried plants and seeds).

CITES controls international trade by issuing permits for both commercial purposes and non-
commercial transactions (e.g., import of souvenirs from holidays).

At the present there are 169 Parties to the Convention, coming all over the world (as of 10 Octo-
ber 2005). CITES Appendices cover more than 25,000 plant species and 5,000 animal species.

Species are listed in Appendices I - Il according to the degree of their protection.

« CITES I: species threatened with extinction; trade in specimens of these species must be subject
to particularly strict regulation in order not to endanger further their survival and must only be
authorized in exceptional circumstances (e.g., the Giant Panda, some rhino species, elephants,
the Peregrine Falcon, the Moluccan Cockatoo, the Cuban Amazon Parrot, some species of
orchids and cactus, etc.)

o CITES II: species which could be threatened with extinction if trade in these species is not strict-
ly regulated and monitored (e. g., the Black Stork, Guanaco, Giant Anteater, Pig-Nose Turtle,
Monocled Cobra, Snowdrops, etc.)

« CITES IlI: includes species that are protected in at least one country, which has asked other CITES
Parties for assistance in controlling the trade as the co-operation of other Parties is needed (e. g.,
the Ring-necked Parakeet from Ghana, Walrus from Canada, etc.)

The European Union (EU) lists species of CITES Appendices I-III in to four Annexes A, B, C and D.

CITES v EU

Evropska unie (EU) zafazuje druhy z priloh CITES I - III do pfiloh A, B, C a D. Tyto prilohy
zahrnuji i nékteré dalsi volné Zijici zivocCichy a plané rostouci rostliny vyskytujici se pfirozené na
tzemi EU. V EU je zakazano komercni vyuzivani druhti z prilohy A (resp. CITES I). To je defi-
novano jako nakupovani, nabizeni ke koupi, nabyvani pro obchodni Gcely, verejné vystavovani pro
obchodni tcely, vyuzivani pro obchodni zisk a prodej, drzeni za ucelem prodeje, nabizeni k pro-
deji nebo prevazeni za Gcelem prodeje. Prodejem je minéna jakdkoliv forma prodeje a rovnéz
i pronajmuti, sména nebo vymeéna. Dovoz nékterych druhl do EU je zakdzéan (napf. vodni zelva
nadherna - Trachemys scripta elegans).

CITES in EU

The European Union (EU) lists species of CITES Appendices I-11l into four Annexes A, B, C and D.
Annexes list also some other wild fauna and flora species native to the EU area. Commercial
activities in Annex A species (resp. CITES I) at the territory of the EU is prohibited. Commercial
activities are defined as the purchase, offer to purchase, acquisition for commercial purposes, and
display to the public for commercial purposes, use for commercial gain and sale, keeping for sale,
offering for sale or transporting for sale of specimens. Sale means any form of sale and lease, barter
or exchange. Import of certain species into the EU is suspended (e.g. Shy Red Eared Slider).
