Dear Project Partners,

As you may already be aware, the EU Phare 2003 Twinning Project 'Integrated and Planned Enforcement of Environmental Law' started in March.  The overall objective of the project is to acquire the ability to take on the obligations of membership of the European Union and the acquis communautaire in the Czech environmental inspection and enforcement situation. The individual objectives are:

· To develop a strategic plan for the Czech Environmental Inspectorate, covering decisions on integrated inspection approaches and the implementation of the EU minimum criteria for environmental inspections;

· To prepare a decision on the establishment of a common training and methodic centre, as well as delivering training;

· To further develop the monitoring of environmental inspections and accident prevention, to establish networks and information exchange between the professionals involved in environmental inspection and enforcement.

The assistance will be aimed at the main responsible bodies for environmental inspection and enforcement (i.e. the Czech Environmental Inspectorate, Regional and Local Authorities), and other organizations involved (e.g. Ministry of Environment, IPPC Agency, Police, Fire Brigade, Customs Office, Regional Hygiene Offices, Occupational Safety Inspectorate, Trade Inspectorate).  The training of the staff responsible for strategic planning or inspection or to be a possible future trainer will be an integral part of the project.

In order to achieve these wider objectives, the project covenant envisages quarterly Steering Committees to maintain control over this large and complex project.  Our purpose in writing to you is to invite you to become a member of the Steering Committee and participate in its meetings.  The date of the first Steering Committee meeting is 11 May 2004. Further quarterly dates will be set during the first meeting. This first Steering Committee meeting is also to be considered as the kick-of meeting for the start of the actual project content.

All of the meetings will be held in the offices of the Czech Environmental Inspectorate in Prague.  Each meeting will commence at 10:00 and will finish at 12:00.  At each meeting we will:

· Review progress during the previous quarter (by reference to the quarterly report)

· Provide feedback on activities completed

· Give guidance on future activities

· Discuss progress in the delivery of benchmarks in accordance with the covenant

Translation between Czech and English, and vice versa, will be provided at each meeting.  I would be grateful if you could confirm by e-mail or phone to Mr. Jan Janda (janda@cizp.cz / 222 860 342) that you will be able to participate in the Steering Committee.
