Questions on the Czech IPPC-act

1. A factory produces some raw materials for a paint factory by blending organic chemicals.

Is an IPPC-permit required?

2. A factory has a (theoretical) production capacity of 30 tons of glass each day. In the permit application the company states that it will only produce 15 tons/day. Is an IPPC-permit required?

3. Is an extensive noise report necessary in every IPPC-application?

4. In what cases is a report of an air-dispersion study required?

5. A company wants to expand the capacity of its factory by 25% by placing a fourth reactor, a fourth storage tank and a water purification unit. 

Must it apply for a fully revised permit (including the existing and, therefore permitted, installation) or just for the extensions?

6. Is an operational plan required in every application?

7. Case: soil protection measurements are not mentioned in an application, while it should according to the IPPC-act. Is it possible to ‘repair’ this in the permit? And if so, is that also possible in case of emission reduction measurements?

8. Is a pre-application meeting with the operator (applicant) common in your organisation? If so, who do you invite?

9. Do you use checklists in your organisation to guide the operator (and the permit writer)?
